#1. Jude 1:14 And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, 

Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints, 15 To execute judgment 

upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly among them of all their ungodly 

deeds which they have ungodly committed, and of all their hard speeches which 

ungodly sinners have spoken against him. 

A. AND ENOCH ALSO 

1. TAKEN TO HEAVEN BY GOD  Ge 5:24 And Enoch walked with 

God: and he was not; for God took him. Heb 11:5 By faith Enoch was translated 

that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: 

for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God 

2. ENOCH WALKED WITH GOD (ONLY SAID OF TWO MEN 

ENOCH AND NOAH) Ge 5:22 And Enoch walked with God after he begat 

Methuselah three hundred years, and begat sons and daughters:  

B. THE SEVENTH FROM ADAM Lu 3:37 Which was the son of 

Mathusala, which was the son of Enoch, which was the son of Jared, which was the 

son of Maleleel, which was the son of Cainan, 38 Which was the son of Enos, 

which was the son of Seth, which was the son of Adam, which was the son of God.  

C. PROPHESIED OF THESE, SAYING, (TURN IN YOUR BIBLES TO 

ENOCH 2:5) 

D. BEHOLD, THE LORD COMETH WITH TEN THOUSANDS (MOO-

REE-AS INDEFINITE NUMBER) OF HIS SAINTS - AFTER THE RAPTURE 

AND SEVEN YEARS OF TRIBULATION 

E. TO EXECUTE JUDGMENT UPON ALL, 

F. TO CONVINCE ALL THAT ARE UNGODLY AMONG THEM OF 

ALL THEIR UNGODLY DEEDS WHICH THEY HAVE UNGODLY 

COMMITTED, 

G. OF ALL THEIR HARD SPEECHES WHICH UNGODLY SINNERS 

HAVE SPOKEN AGAINST HIM 

 

#2. 16 These are murmurers, complainers, walking after their own lusts; and their 

mouth speaketh great swelling words, having men's persons in admiration because 

of advantage. 

A. THESE ARE MURMURERS 

1. Nu 14:2 And all the children of Israel murmured against Moses and 

against Aaron: and the whole congregation said unto them, Would God that we had 

died in the land of Egypt! or would God we had died in this wilderness! 

  



2. Nu 14:27 How long shall I bear with this evil congregation, which 

murmur against me? I have heard the murmurings of the children of Israel, which 

they murmur against me. 

3. Nu 14:29 Your carcases shall fall in this wilderness; and all that 

were numbered of you, according to your whole number, from twenty years old and 

upward, which have murmured against me, 

4. Joh 6:43 Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not 

among yourselves. 

5. Lu 5:30 But their scribes and Pharisees murmured against his 

disciples, saying, Why do ye eat and drink with publicans and sinners? 

6. Ac 6:1 And in those days, when the number of the disciples was 

multiplied, there arose a murmuring of the Grecians against the Hebrews, because 

their widows were neglected in the daily ministration. 

7. 1Co 10:10 Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and 

were destroyed of the destroyer.
